We are happy to announce the Thirteenth Annual Central Region 5 Golf Tournament to benefit our
Region 5 Scholarship fund. This year’s Covid-19 restricted tournament will take place as follows:

Friday, September 18, 2020 at the Camillus Hills Golf Club, Camillus, NY

Camillus Hills Golf Club, established in 1962, is a challenging 18-hole golf course in a peaceful 
country setting and has been called one of the best manicured golf courses in central New York. The 
course is located just 20 minutes west of downtown Syracuse (just follow 690W to Rt. 5W Auburn to 
Bennetts Corners Road). Camillus Hills Golf Club has first class food, service and a fully stocked pro 
shop. This year groups will be assigned tee times in order to abide by Covid-19 restrictions.

This past year our Region 5 Scholarship fund awarded five graduating high school seniors a combined 
$4,000 in scholarships! Eligible candidates must be continuing their education in an accredited college or trade 
school and be the child/legal ward of a CSEA Central Region 5 member in good standing. Our 
scholarship fund is 12 years old, and our goal is to provide monetary stability to this worthwhile cause
for years to come. 

The cost of our tournament is $85 per player and includes a cart, golf, lunch at the turn, contests on 
the course, delicious steak dinner and awards. For those who do not want to play golf, but would like to 
join us, there will be a $35 “dinner only” option available. We promise a great day of fun, food and 
camaraderie amongst all golfers and volunteers.
